Content:  Methods of integration. Sequences and series; Taylor’s series with the remainder. Calculus 1 and 2 together constitute an introduction to calculus of a function of a single variable. The course outline and announcements are available on my web site.

Although no homework will be collected, the questions in the exams will be similar to homework questions.
